La Sociéte Honoraire de Français is the National French Honor Society for students in French II - V.  The purpose of this honor society is to recognize high achievement in French and to encourage an understanding and appreciation of French language and culture in the world.  Qualified students are recognized by the American Association of Teachers of French and Lyons Township High School. These students will be given certificates of membership, along with having their names recorded in the national office. In addition, they are invited to attend French Club functions whenever they are able and they are able to indicate on their college applications that they have earned honors recognition in French. Finally, at graduation, their names will be located in a special section in their graduation programs with the other members of the Société Honoraire de Français from our school.

 Lyons Township High School students will be inducted into the Society at a formal ceremony on April 10, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in the Corral. Students are to nominate themselves for membership in this society if they meet the following criteria which will be ultimately verified by their present French teacher:

1. Candidates must be enrolled in the 4th semester of French or higher. 

2. Transfer students must have spent at least one full semester at Lyons Township High School before becoming eligible.

3. Candidates must have maintained an A- average or higher (prep credit) in French during the semester of selection. (An A or a B average for those enrolled in an Accel or Honors class.)

4. They must have, as well, a cumulative semester average of A- in French (prep credit). This average is to be based on the grades of the three preceding semesters.

4.  Candidates must have maintained a B- average (prep credit) or higher   

      in all other subjects during the semester of selection. 

5. They must have, as well, a cumulative overall semester average of B-.  This average is to be based on the grades of the three preceding semesters.   French grades may NOT be used in calculating this average.  

6.   The student membership fee of $3.50 is to be paid at the time the  

student presents himself for candidacy by filling out and turning in to  his present French teacher the attached sheet.  The money will be refunded to the student if s/he does not qualify for selection into the society.

If you think you meet these criteria, please fill out the form attached. Submit it and the $3.50 to your present French teacher. (If you make out a check, please make the check out to Lyons Township High School or LTHS.) The deadline for these applications is Monday, March 10.  This will be the only enrollment period for this school year. We encourage you to take advantage of this opportunity.
